The Arts Partner will help the students design the paper Tree of Kindness, and further explain the other disciplines of Fine Arts to integrate the unit further.  The Arts Partner will teach tableau during inquiry, assist the students in creating the mural during the create segment of the unit, and provide guidance and skills training in making presentations using arts-based strategies.  A storyteller with visual arts skills would be an ideal partner for this unit.

Experience: 

Whole Group Instruction: Read Aloud: The Big Bad Wolf.  

1. Students will review unknown vocabulary by finding the meaning and using them in sentences.  The students will use the words as sentence starters to create a Flip Book. Students will orally discuss plot, character, and setting. The elements of a story are discussed before each Read Aloud; therefore, the students are able to discuss these skills independently.

2. Students will work with partner to complete a character trait web.  They will describe the different ways Big Bad Wolf tried to show kindness. The students will demonstrate acts of kindness with real life situations. They may also discuss how we use the Cheetah Store paws when someone is caught doing something kind for others.





Inquiry:

Center Activity 1

Pictures from Magazines:
Deepening Question: 
Can you illustrate what kindness looks like?  
Students will recognize acts of kindness by looking at pictures from magazines.  Students will cut pictures and place them on a poster board.  Students will divide into groups of four or five, and with the help of the arts partner, create tableaux reflecting acts of kindness.

Center Reflection:  Students will find a picture that relates to something kind that they have done.  They will write a paragraph connecting the picture to the particular act of kindness they did and share it with the class.

Center Activity 2
Kindness Tree:
Deepening Question:
How do you describe kindness?

Whole Group: Teacher and students will brainstorm characteristics of kindness by using a Bubble map. As a mini-lesson, the teacher will discuss with the students and allow them time to reproduce this activity independently.











Students will write on a leaf made of paper any acts of kindness that they have observed in someone.  Leaves will be colored and placed on a paper tree.






Center Reflection:  Students will write a short paragraph stating how the school environment would be if all students were kind to each other. The students along with the arts partner would design an imaginary machine that produces environmental beans. The time allotted for this project is devoted during the literacy block of time. The Partner will give the students general instructions for the design. The actual framework of the project will be done by the teacher and students during the two weeks set for this project. The tree would be planted in the school house garden for students to soy the seed of kindness. The wonderful part about this machine is each bean is recycled back into the environment to continue to grow the tree of kindness. The assembly lines would be run by the third grade students and the Kindergarten class would assist with the growth pattern of how seeds grow underneath the ground. By the end of the school year, the third graders would have cultivated a “Kinder Garden” for the kindergarten students to help develop has they get bigger and advance to the third grade.

Center Activity 3

Fact/Opinion:

Deepening Question: 
Is kindness a fact or an opinion?
Students will work with a partner to find facts and opinions in the Big Bad Wolf book.  They will complete a T-Chart.

Center Reflection: The Fact/Opinion Chart will be used as a reference to relay back to for data. The students will discuss other things Big Bad Wolf could have done to change what others thought about him, including comparing and contrasting ideas from the diagram or Double Bubble Map. At the end of this center activity, the students will write a Group Reflection giving supporting details of how the Big Bag Wolf would be portrayed today in the year 2006. (For example: Puffy 2005)
Center Activity 4
Bookmarks:

Deepening Question: 
How was kindness displayed in the story?

Students will give three examples how kindness was displayed. The information gathered from the previous activity will be completed through this center. The information gathered will be used to make bookmarks, write something nice, and give them to people who have been kind to them.

Center Reflection:  Students will keep a Kindness Journal for a week.  They will write a paragraph about what happened each time they gave away a bookmark so they can share people's reaction after they gave them bookmarks.

Center Activity 5
Related Books:
Deepening Question: 
How many different ways can you show kindness?
Students will work in small groups.  They will have the opportunity to read other books related to kindness and compare/contrast them using a Venn diagram. 


Center Reflection:  Students will pick their favorite book and share with the class why it is their favorite. The students will review two books. And critique which story had the most examples of kindness. As enrichment, the students could pretend to be Publishing Companies to see how well the books will sell at our Character Ed. Cheetah Bookstore.

Original Creation:

Students will create a mural from magazine reproducible place them into the Frame configuration of the word "kindness."  


Reflection:

Students will reread the book.  Using the table below, students will explain kindness through point of view. The responses will be under the appropriate column.
